 Common Song rehearsals & performance - all choirs sing together in the Gala Closing 

Concert conducted by one of the distinguished jury members.  Each choir will have one 

common song rehearsal per day in preparation for this closing concert.  You will receive a 

copy of the music at a later date. 

 Choir concerts - each participating choir will be scheduled to sing a 25-minute program(s) in 

two or three concerts. These concerts are shared with other choirs and are scheduled in the 

afternoon and/or evening. Each performance venue will have choral risers, piano and music 

stands. Choirs take part in the “Parade of Choirs” in the Gala Opening Concert and sing with 

the massed choir in the Gala Closing Concert. Choirs may attend other Kathaumixw concerts. 

You will receive a festival concert schedule prior to your arrival.  

 Choir & vocal solo competition - the choir and vocal solo competitions are scheduled in the 

mornings and are open to the public. The competitions have become popular concerts. Results 

of 1st & 2nd place & special awards are announced at the end of the festival. All participants 

receive constructive written comments from the international jury. First prize and special prize 

winners perform in the Gala Awards Concert.
